ASSEMBLY STEPS

During the assembly you will need screwdriver, long nose pliers and wrenches.

1.Front and rear wheels’ installation — See figure p.7: Distinguish the front wheels from the rear ones.

-Front wheels: Place a bushing on each side of the front axle. Then attach the front wheels to each side of the axle. Fix
them using a cotter pin .Attach the wheel covers to the front wheels.

-Rear wheels: Place on each side of the rear axle a bushing and place the rear wheels. Attach a cotter pin on each side to
fix the rear wheels. Place the covers on the wheels and push to fix them.

2.Attaching the steering wheel — See figure p.8: Remove the machine screw and nut from the steering wheel. Connect
the steering wheel’ cable to the car cable. Then place the steering wheel on top of steering fork and slightly push. Align the
openings for the screw on the steering wheel and on the fork. Slide the screw through those openings and fix it using nut
and screwdriver.

3.Attaching the doors - See figure p.9: If the doors are not attached to the SUV body, firstly distinguish the right one from
the left door.

REMOVAL OF THE DISCHARGED BATTERY Qa;é K

Your battery at one point will lose its ability to hold charge. Depending on the amount of use and varying conditions, the
battery should be used between one and three years. In order to replace the battery and remove the discharged one, follow
the steps below:
1. Remove the seat of the battery-operated SUV.
2. Remove the jacks of the battery’s cables.
3. Remove the metal bracket that protects the battery from falling.
4. Remove the lid of the battery compartment.
5. Carefully lift the battery.

« Depending on the state of the battery (for example leakage) you may have to wear protective gloves before you

remove the battery.

» Do not lift the battery by its terminals or cables.
6. Place the discharged battery in a plastic packaging.
Important! The sealed lead-acid battery must be recycled or thrown away in an ecologically friendly manner for the purpose
of avoiding pollution of the environment. The battery contains lead acid (electrolyte) and must be discarded in an ecologically
friendly manner in accordance with the regulatory requirements. DO NOT throw the rechargeable battery in fire, because it
may explode or leak. DO NOT throw the lead-acid battery in the containers for household waste. The incineration (burning),
land filling or mixing of the sealed lead-acid batteries with the household waste is forbidden by law. The discharged
rechargeable battery can be given at the local recycling center for recycling or at a center for sale of such batteries.
7. Replace the battery with new one and reconnect all cables and terminals.
8. Place the metal bracket protecting the battery from upturning or falling back on.
9. Return the seat of the battery-operated SUV back in place.
